Program
Marc Poyant spoke about personal safety in the time of mass shootings. 
A crucial personal safety factor that any of us can achieve is awareness of our surroundings. We should always take note of entrances and exits and think about how we position ourselves to give us good visibility of where we are and who is coming in and out. Whenever you are out and about, take a second to think ahead about where to go in case of an emergency. What is the fastest path to run away? Where could you find cover or concealment? 

Remember the phrase: Run, Hide, Fight. First, try to run from a threat: if you double your distance from a shooter you are four times harder to shoot; if you triple your distance from a shooter, you are nine times harder to shoot. If you must hide silence your phone, turn off all the lights, lock the door and barricade it, signal rescuers with message in a window if possible. If you must fight, don't hold back! Improvise weapons from objects in your surroundings, go for the vulnerable parts of your assailants body (everyone has them!). 
Marc highly recommends the book Countering the Mass Shooter Threat by Michael Martin to gain a better understanding of efforts that have worked and those that haven't in previous mass shootings.
